By submitting this application, applicant is stating that applicant has obtained and retains on file a Publication Release for each item submitted to Wild Ones and a  Photo Release from each person depicted in any image or recording submitted to Wild Ones, including parental permission for any person under age 18.
d) Acknowledge Wild Ones funding of your garden in project publicity and printed materials.
